How Well Do You Need to Score? 
Each of the five GED tests has a maximum score of 800. The highest possible score for all five tests is 4000 points. The 
average high school graduate scores 500 on each test, or a total of 2,500 points. The GED test is scored based on this 
average. You must pass each test with a minimum score of 410 with an average of 450.
